Old Business
Policy Review & Adoption

Paramedic Certification/recertification Policy and ALS Protocol Testing Policy were approved with the caveat that both policies will be presented at the Monday March 5th, Training/Ops/Mo meeting so they are aware and can incorporate the new policies into their individual agency policy.  Final adoption of the policies will be done at the March EMS Operations meeting.

Dr. Ashley has reviewed the Transport of Patients to Naval Bremerton for the group.  His edits will be reviewed and incorporated for review and adoption at the March Meeting.
Discussion ensued regarding the Med Select as a solution to the exchanging of expired meds issue.  Every agency represented at our meeting agreed that we need to move forward with the purchase or lease of the machine.
New Business  

AirLift Northwest

Nick Morrison from ALNW gave a presentation on the changes that have been made recently or are in the process of being implemented.
· Upgraded equipment

· Additional helicopters over next two years

· Adjustment of service areas

· Due to FAA changes there are preflight inspections that must be complete – If ALNW is asked to be put on standby as soon as providers think they may need AL, the pilot starts his inspections and checks the weather – the process is in motion and 10 minutes of wait time has been avoided.
Airlift expressed a great interest in participating in training scenarios and problem solving with Kitsap County to help provide the best possible medical care in partnership with all agencies.
Tom O’Donohue stated that with the ability to put airlift on standby he would have his medic units do that and then transport to Harrison Bremerton for patient transfer that way if AL can’t fly or cancels, the medic unit will be at a hospital.

Discussion of Internal Policy Language
The committee options for endorsing the policies of the Kitsap County Policies and Protocols in such a way that each agency would assume responsibility for providers that are not in compliance.  Kim brought a sample of what each employee signs when they are hired and in that verbiage it states that they will comply with the policies and procedures set by the county MPD.  Jay will bring a copy of the employment contract CKFR uses to the March meeting.
Correspondence from the Field

There was discussion about activating the Health care Facilities Committee to work to solve the patient care issues brought forward in this correspondence as well as lifting and loading patients, having a room number to go to prior to arrival and diversions made after a patient has been accepted.  This request to activate the committee has been forwarded to the EMS Council Agenda for February.

EMT Class Schedule

A class is scheduled to begin April 9th.  It will be nights and weekends.  Joe Schweiger will oversee all EMT classes though they may be taught by different SEI’s.  The class scheduled at NKFR at the same time is through Olympic College but will be combined with our spring class in 2008.
Testing & Standards
Testing and Standards is developing standardized scenarios and scheduling the online modules to coincide with the base station meetings.
