Course Description: 
This course will prepare students to provide emergency medical care to the sick and injured. The 

course content will be delivered through reading assignments, classroom lecture, handouts, 

workbooks, and practical exercises. This course will also prepare the student to take and pass the 

National Registry of EMTs registration exam. Successful completion of the National Registry 

exam is required for Washington State certification. 

 

Student Prerequisites: 

 Students must be a minimum of 17 years old and currently enrolled in high school. (Students 

in high school must have a sponsoring agency and a letter from an academic advisor at the 

high school they are enrolled.) 
 Proof of a current American Heart Association Health Care Provider Card or equivalent. 

 Show proof of reading comprehension by showing the following 

o An Associates Degree or higher from an accredited college or university. 

o An Accuplacer test score qualifying the student for English 101. 

o A passing score of 70% on the “I/O Solutions Selection Inventory Test”. 

 Students must submit a copy of a Washington State Patrol background check from their 

agency. A “Request for Conviction Criminal History” form from the Washington State Patrol 

may be turned in with your application and the background check will be ran by KCEMS. 
 

Registration Fees: 
The course fee is $550.00 for students who's sponsoring agency is an Kitsap County EMS 

Council participant. All other students will pay $650.00. This fee includes student text and 

workbooks and all lab fees. Payment in full or PO number shall be received with the 

students application or the student will not be accepted to the course.  Uncollected 

registration fees shall be the responsibility of the sponsoring agency. Checks should be made 

payable to Kitsap County EMS. 

 

Cancellation Policy: For a full refund you must cancel 2 business days before the start of class. 
 

Registration Deadline: 
January 13, 2012 (no later than 1600 hours). Priority placement is given to members of 

stakeholder organizations within the Kitsap County EMS and Trauma Care Council.
