B. CBD/QA Plan
Elizabeth updated the council on the CBD program. The next steps are being made to refine the 57% of non-transport codes. They are working on refining the data to clearly define those codes. After refining they will create QA steps. Elizabeth commended Cencom on how well they have stepped up and their willingness to help in this process.
C. BLS Program
The BLS Coordinator position has been posted with a closing date of June 4. Elizabeth has sent out the announcements to the agencies, emailed or faxed notices all over the counties, and posted this position on the website. At this point there are only a few applications. Elizabeth will review closer to the closing date and may extend. Rhonda will contact NW Region EMS to have the position announcement added to their website.

Web-site Update
Elizabeth presented to the council the progress of the website. She informed the council it is in its final stages of development. This website will have the ability for providers to log on to a secure area of the website. She will need from the agencies the list of email addresses for all the providers. By having this secure area, there will be an audit trail for KCEMS to verify the providers are viewing new items of interest.

Mark suggested under training area class offerings to add what classes are being taught by the different groups.

D. MPD Replacement

Mark Johnson performed extensive background checks on the leading candidate. Kim Doyle informed the Council that Gregory Brammer is being recommended by the committee for the position of Kitsap County MPD.  
Dan made the motion to accept the panel’s recommendation of Dr. Brammer as the MPD, Mary seconded the motion. Motion was called with a unanimous vote to approve Dr. Brammer as the MPD.
Elizabeth reminded the council that there was a vacant position on the council for a representative from the Emergency Department Physician Group. The council directed Elizabeth to discuss this position with the Physician Group from Harrison.
Kim thanked the panel for their hard work in choosing the new MPD.

Health Care Committee 
Kim and Jay met with Louann to discuss three major items: bed assignments, diverting/routing, and patient lifting. She reported to the council that Harrison will give room assignments for the critically ill patient. The providers will need to call when they are three to four minutes away to get the room assignment. Providers need to remember that the room could change because of a critically ill walk-in patient.

Louann would like to meet with the paramedics to discuss ER issues. The July Base Station Meeting is tentatively set to be held at Harrison Hospital with a meeting for the paramedics and Louann after that meeting.
Mick asked Kim about diverting/routing issue. Kim did discuss with Louann. Louann asked that this discussion be held at a later date. When the discussion does continue Kim will ask individuals to join in this discussion.
